GAAR 2013
Event Briefing

Welcome to the GAAR 2013.  The event will be flown in accordance with Visual Flight Rules (VFR) in Visual Meteorological Conditions (VMC) and Instrument Flight Rules (IFR), by day and night and using VOR / NDB NAVAIDS and “dead reckoning”.  Information regarding flying in accordance with VFR can be found on the GAAR 2013 web site under the “Visual Flight Rules” link.  Further information about flying using VOR / NDB NAVAIDs can be found in the Flying Lessons and Training Centre section of FS9 and the Learning Centre section of FSX.  Note: For the purposes of the event, all pilots are deemed to hold a command instrument rating or night VFR rating and all aircraft are deemed suitably equipped for such operations.
A set of Flight Situation files has been provided for each Flight Leg relative to the FS version being used (see the separate instructions on how to install these files).  These files have you established at the end of the designated operating Runway for the prevailing weather conditions at a specified date / time.  This date / time is the ‘virtual’ date / time the event is conducted under.  All you have to do is select your aircraft of choice, make adjustments to fuel and payload based on specified Flight Leg Briefing instructions and / or your individual flight planning, conduct any Pre-Flight Checklists, as necessary, and when you are ready, commence your take-off roll.  Those participants who wish to start from a ‘cold and dark’ situation and / or ramp parking areas (there aren’t too many Gates out here), re-position your aircraft accordingly.  You should also consider a minor adjustment to the clock, e.g. T minus (-) 15 mins, where T is the designated Take-Off Time in the situation file.  If individual flight planning and operating aircraft type necessitate a change to the departing Runway, participants can also taxi or re-position the aircraft accordingly.  Note: In some situations, this may introduce a significant crosswind on Take-Off.
For those that are not use to Pre-Flight Checklists, it is suggested some basic attention, at least, be given to radio navigation frequencies.  If nothing else, it might save you some frustration, particularly in not having to re-fly a Flight Leg due to some overlooked error.  For those that are occasionally prone to a wheels up landing (because it’s better than the brakes), an Approach Checklist might also be in order.
The navigation data provided in the following Flight Briefings are only suggested, but designed to get you to the destination airport, subject to individual flying abilities.  Participants may use whatever flight planning details they choose, provided that, where a Flight Leg has multiple sectors, those sector waypoints must be flown.  Note: Participants can choose whatever approach type, ILS (if you are lucky), VOR, NDB, etc., they like.  The individual Target Time includes a component based on a 12 nm circuit comprising a crosswind, downwind, base, and final approach segments.  See the section on Circuits and Landing under the “Visual Flight Rules” link for a more detailed explanation.

Flight Briefing, Flight Leg 1 – 1245 hrs, 01 Feb 13
Bankstown (YSBK) – Moruya (YMRY)
Bankstown, is Sydney’s primary general aviation airport and was the second busiest general aviation airport in Australia in 2012 after Jandakot (YPJT).  Originally planned in 1929, it was finally established as a Royal Australian Air Force (RAAF) base in 1940, after the commencement of World War II.  In 1942 it was taken over by the United States Army Air Force (USAAF) and was established as a key strategic air base to support the war effort, being home to the 35th Pursuit Group and the 49th Pursuit Group.  In 1945, it became the operational responsibility of the British Fleet Air Arm, before being finally handed back to the RAAF on 31 March 1946.  Since 1940, Bankstown has grown to be home to aircraft manufacturing (de Havilland Australia / Hawker de Havilland – now part of Boeing Australia, Boeing’s largest footprint outside of the USA), aircraft maintenance, fixed and rotary wing flying training, charter operations and a general business park.
This year, the GAAR takes a glimpse into the expensive and gruelling sport of offshore yacht racing as it loosely follows the course of the famous "Blue Water Classic", the Sydney to Hobart Yacht Race.  The “Sydney to Hobart” is an annual event, hosted by the Cruising Yacht Club of Australia, in Rushcutters Bay, Sydney.  The race starts on "Boxing Day", 26th December, and finishes in Hobart, Tasmania, over 630 nm away.  The inaugural race was conducted in 1945 and it has since grown to become one of the top three offshore yacht races in the world and is renowned as the most difficult yacht race in the world.  The race attracts maxi and super-maxi yachts from all around the globe.
But ahead lies many miles of flying and the treacherous Bass Strait, which has to be crossed, not just once, but twice.  From Bankstown, we head to Moruya, a coastal town on the New South Wales south coast.  During World War II, YMRY was used as an advanced operational base.  A trawler was attacked offshore by the Japanese in 1942 and on 25th December 1944, the US liberty ship, SS Robert J Walker, was torpedoed and sunk off Moruya by the German submarine, U-862.
The first day of the GAAR and Flight Leg 1 provides a familiar ‘shake down’ flight of 169 nm down the coast from Bankstown (YSBK) to Moruya (YMRY).  This flight should ease you into VOR / NDB navigation techniques.  That’s all I will say, the rest is up to you and your flight planning, and as the old adage goes: “Time spent in the planning is never wasted.”.  Good luck.

Note.  Due to fuel restrictions at Moruya (YMRY), fuel planning should take into account requirements for a minimum distance of 388 nm for Flight Leg 1 and Flight Leg 2.

Moruya (YMRY) to Merimbula (YMER)
With the previous afternoon and this morning to finalise any problems with your aircraft, we finally depart just after lunch.  Flight Leg 2 provides a brief respite from the water as we initially head inland and over the Snowy Mountains, before returning to the coast and Merimbula (YMER).  Merimbula is another coastal tourist town on the Sapphire Coast.  However, if you want to indulge in the local culinary delights of the Sydney Rock Oyster, which is grown here as part of a significant oyster farming industry, you better pack them in ice and load them on as cargo.

Flight Briefing, Flight Leg 4 – 0930 hrs, 03 Feb 13
Orbost (YORB) to Flinders Island (YFLI)
Flight Leg 4 takes us on the first stage of the crossing of Bass Strait.  Notorious for it's often violent and sudden weather changes, the Strait is not to be trifled with, even by the most experienced and seasoned adventurer.  Whilst we will be spared the treachery of the seas, the winds are still to be contended with.  To put it into perspective, Bass Strait is twice as wide and twice as rough as the English Channel, and has accounted for the demise of hundreds of ships throughout history, often without trace.  The Strait has also claimed aircraft as well.  One of the most famous, being the Frederick Valentich disappearance in a Cessna Model 182L 'Skylane' on a flight between Moorabbin (YMMB) and King Island (YKII) on 21st October 1978.  In a six minute period of transmissions with Melbourne Air Traffic Control, Valentich reported a strange object chasing him and then hovering above him before 17 seconds of a strange metallic scraping sound was heard in the transmission, transmissions ceased, and he disappeared without trace.  A seven day search by two RAAF P-3 'Orion' aircraft failed to find any trace of Valentich's aircraft or wreckage.
Flinders Island provides an intermediate stop in our crossing.  Portions of Flinders Island have been recognised globally as an Important Bird Area.

Flinders Island (YFLI) to Cambridge (YCBG)
After cruising the last 222 nm down the east coast of Tasmania, Flight Leg 5 finally brings us to the end of the Sydney to Hobart Yacht Race stage of the GAAR as we enter the Derwent River, overfly Constitution Dock and the Tasman Bridge (you can fly under if you dare) to land at Cambridge (YCBG).  
Hobart, the capital of the State of Tasmania, was founded in 1804 after the first penal colony settlement was established in 1803, thus making Hobart the second oldest city in Australia after Sydney.  Today, Hobart is the home port to both Australian and French Antarctic operations, and is a gateway to the Antarctic and Southern Ocean, with an Antarctic air link operating from Hobart International Airport (YMHB).  It is also home to a number of Antarctic and Southern Ocean scientific institutions.
There is a MANDATORY ‘touch and go’ to be performed at Saint Helens (YSTH).  READ THE FOLLOWING FLIGHT BRIEFING CAREFULLY.

King Island (YKII) to Moorabbin (YMMB)
